After a break for lunch, we tour Islamic
Cairo. Here we visit the Mohammed Ali Mosque, the Mosque of Sultan Hassan and
the Citadel. Next, it’s Old Cairo and the famous Khan El Khalili Bazaars for shopping.
This extensive old world “mall” has everything from treasures to trinkets. After dinner,
we meet for an evening session with our teachers as we prepare together for the

MONDAY (9-20) CAIRO
Giza Plateau / Sakkara / Memphis

Morning visit to the Giza Plateau and the amazing Great Pyramid and Sphinx. In addition to
the Great Pyramid’s King’s Chamber, Queen’s Chamber, Grand Gallery and Well Chamber, we
may also have the rare privilege of seeing the Lower Room or “Pit.” After lunch, we’re off to
Sakkara to see Zoser’s Pyramid and participate in a ceremony at the site of Asta-Ra. Then,
it’s the ancient capital of Memphis before we return to our hotel for dinner. Tonight we see

TUESDAY (9-21) CAIRO - ASWAN
